  On the morning of September 26, 2014, the governments of Canada and Ontario jointly announced the roll-out of the 
Canada-Ontario Job Grant, a new employer-driven skills training program.  The Job Grant will provide businesses with up to
$15,000 per person to cover training costs for workers or unemployed Ontarians in needs of skills upgrading.

       In order to participate in the program, employers will be required to contribute on average, one-third or up to $5,000 of the total
costs of training. Small businesses will benefit from flexible arrangements, such as the potential to count wages as part of their
employer contribution.

The Healthy Italian: Soup Builders
���� As fall brings cooler days, what better comfort food than homemade soup to warm the

body and keep it fuelled. Here are some worthy ingredients to whip up some hearty
bowls of goodness.
* LOW-SODIUM BROTHS: Like building any business, simmering a sumptuous soup
starts with a good foundation - a superior stock. Whether it's a chicken, beef or
vegetable stock, look for no-salt-added or low-sodium broths. Better yet, make your
own with a host of fresh veggies and herbs.
* HERBS, FRESH AND DRIED: There isn't a broth that I make that doesn't get an
infusion of herbs - basil, parsley, bay leaf, sage, thyme. Herbs make soups more
aromatic, savoury and therapeutic.
* LEGUME POWER: Legumes such as chickpeas, cannellini (navy) or Romano beans
are a creamy addition and pack a protein punch. Redlentils are one of my favourite -
they don't require presoaking, dissolve in soups and add more fibre so you feel fuller
longer.
* SUPER GRAINS & SEEDS: Foods like quinoa and barley offer a powerhouse of
nutrients - quinoa for its quality of protein and barley for having one of the lowest
glycemic loads on the Glycemic Index among grains (which means it will stabilize your
blood sugar levels so you're not running to the vending machine for a must-have snack).
* CAULIFLOWER: Cauli isn't just for side dishes. Mix it into a soup and, presto, it
elevates it with even more flavour, especially when paired with tomato and a bouquet of
herbs. Try my recipe Tomato, White Bean & Cauliflower soup. Cook it in a rich broth and
purée it, and it becomes a creamy dreamy soup.
